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A noise is a sound that is unpleasant to the ears. Howsver, a noise
unpleasant to one person may be pleasant to another. In scientific terms,
noise is made by an irregular pattern of sound waves. There are a number
of things which make our world unpleasantly or even dangerously noisy,
such as a jet aircraft taking off, road drills, heavy trafiic or loud speakers.
The sound waves bang in to structures and cause them to vibrate, giving
rise to noise. In the process the ears get damaged. The noise depends on
the energy the sound waves carry.
