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5) Itis an undisputed fact that mothers are makers of nations. The larger, the
number of good mother, the stronger the nation. The reason for this is not far
to seek.

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6) The cinema has a high educative value. It is not possible for the people of one
country to know the people of another country, unless they go there or read
about them in books.

But, by means of films produced in one country,
the cinema makes it possible to spread this knowledge amongst the masses
of another country, whether educated or otherwise.
